Subject: MEETING WITH CCPO KARACHI
Members of APSAA Executive Committee led by the Chairman held a meeting with CCPO Karachi in his office on 05 November 2009 to discuss various issues being faced by our member security companies. Special Secretary Home, Govt of Sindh also attended the meeting. Chairman APSAA gave a comprehensive briefing about the working and highlighted various difficulties being faced by Security Companies particularly related to the police at the police station level. Special Secretary Home fully supported the view point of Chairman APSAA. It was mutually decided to hold meeting with police authorities every month. For this purpose, CCPO constituted a committee comprising three police officers to hold meeting with APSAA representatives for sorting out basic police related issues and also put up recommendations for achieving better cooperation and working relationship between police and APSAA. The CCPO also nominated a police officer as focal person, who would remain in contact with APSAA, for resolution of immediate problems faced by security companies. Members can contact any Executive Committee Member, whenever, they face any problem with the police.
During the meeting CCPO, citing the recent incident of some Private Security Company guards caught wearing unauthorized uniform, desired that APSAA should advise the member. Private Security Agencies, for strictly using only the authorized uniform, particularly while carrying the weapons on duty. He also directed the police authorities to ensure checking of every security guard of Private Security Agencies, with regards to wearing the authorized uniform as well as the weapons. It was therefore decided that APSAA will give photographs of uniform of a security guard which will be circulated by CCPO to all police stations for checking. Companies are once again reminded that only BLUE uniform is allowed with blue or black jockey caps with the name of the company clearly visible. A copy of the uniform is being circulated for information and adherence. No shalwar - Kameez or uniform in any other colour is allowed (Copy of the instructions issued by CCPO to all police stations is attached for information). Members are also advised to ensure that each deployed armed guard carries only the Company weapon along with following documents in person: -
a.   Copy of his/her CNIC
b.   Company Card

c.   Copy of Weapon License duly attested and stamped by the Private Security Agencies
d.   Letter of authority for carrying the weapon on duty, duly signed and stamped by Security
Company.
Please make sure that these instructions are strictly followed.
