5. APSAA MEMBERSHIP TO TRAKKER COMPANIES: One of our valued members had approached Executive Committee to consider if Trakker companies can be made members of APSAA. After lot of discussion it was decided that membership can only be given to those Trakker companies who have license to run Security Company issued by provincial Home Department.
6. EOBI Certificate: The Executive Committee was informed that lot of our member companies had not sent the certificates to APSAA as required vide last Executive Committee minutes. Such companies are once again reminded to send their certificates to APSAA so that the matter with EOBI could be finalized.
7. Sales Tax issue: A few companies had contacted APSAA for clarification as they had been pressurized by some their clients for deducting sales tax from companies invoices. It is once again clarified that Security Companies do not fall under the ambit of sales tax. The opinion of some lawyers was also sought in this regard, which confirms our view point.
8. Proposed Security Seminar; Executive Committee was informed that the availability of some key participants including the Federal Interior Minister is being awaited. As soon as the availability date is confirmed the same will be fixed and all concerned informed.
9. Defaulter Companies; Inspite of repeated reminders and the extension in date for clearing the APSAA dues still few companies have defaulted. It was decided to inform these companies in writing as they will now have to apply for fresh membership as per rule 11 (e) (4) & (5) of TOO (Rules). The list of these companies have already been submitted to DGTO.
10. Meeting to Welcome New Members: All new members of APSAA were invited on a cup of tea on 14l July, to welcome them into the folds of APSAA and to brief them about working of APSAA by Chairman and Members of Executive Committee.
