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MINUTES OF APSAA EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING # 7 OF 2010-2011 HELD ON 28TH MARCH 2011

3. Following points were discussed:-

a) APSAA Membership Renewal Fee 2011
With only a few days left to deadline (31st March, 2011) for submission of APSAA membership renewal fee, it was disheartening to note that a sizable number of members had yet to pay the fee. APSAA did its duty by reminding the defaulting member companies several times during last 25 days, now the responsibility for non/late submission rests with the member company. With the volume of problems faced by security companies increasing day by day, there is now more need than ever before of belonging to an Association where you can be helped at the appropriate level with added weightage. We have seen some member companies re-applying for the APSAA membership after cancellation when they are stuck in a tight spot. Please note that as per DGTO’s orders, a member when he requests for restoration will have to be treated as a new member, with no voting rights for two years in addition to paying Rs. 25,000/= as total fee (depending on arrears).
b) Appointment of New Secretary APSAA

With the resignation of Mr. Rameez Hakeem Jokhio, we called candidates for the post of APSAA Secretary, after short listing them from 220 applicants and conducted interviews, we found Mr. Bashir Ahmed as the most suitable choice for the job, as he brings with him vast experience with good background knowledge in secretarial affairs. We welcome Mr. Bashir Ahmed to APSAA and hope our working together will be mutually beneficial.
c) APSAA Training School Karachi’s Firing Range

The Renovation of the APSAA Training School is almost complete and we are hopeful that it would be functional by 7th April, until then Brig. (R) Rashid Ali Malik CEO, Security 2000 (Pvt) Ltd has allowed the use of his company’s firing range through APSAA. Meanwhile the renovation being done on the APSAA firing range is carried out by ‘MAK Engineering (Pvt) Ltd’, the same company who designed the PMA and Navy Shooting Ranges (KARSAZ). The Chairman and Principal APSAA Training School keep visiting APSAA Training School to inspect the firing range to ensure quality of work.
d) Guards Welfare Fund Account
As we had mentioned earlier that the Guards Welfare Fund Account is functional, APSAA has donated Rs. 200,000/- (Rupees Two Lac) to start the fund. Pak Security Services (Pvt) Ltd and ZIMS Security (Pvt) Ltd have each donated Rs. 50,000/- to the fund, Ababeel Security Services (Pvt) Ltd has also donated Rs. 10,000/-. The Chairman has extended his appreciation to the above mentioned individuals. The total amount of this fund is now Rs. 310,000/- (THREE LAC, TEN THOUSAND RUPEES).  Superior Security Guards (Pvt) Ltd and Cosmopolitan Security Agencies (Pvt) Ltd have pledged to donate Rs. 50,000/- each to this fund as well.  The Executive Committee requests all members to donate, if they can, whatever amount they wish to this fund. Fund Rules are being worked upon, it is taking time to ensure that the rules are fair and free from corruption. As soon as the Rules are finalized, same will be dispatched to all Members for their information. 

e) EOBI Complaints by Members

There is a growing complain by certain companies that they are being harrased by EOBI in terms of exorbitant detection demand amounting to several lacs of rupees. As per our information with ill will and nefarious designs few bad officers out of many good officers are planning to extract handsome amount illegally from security companies to settle the notice. APSAA is keeping itself alert to forestall this malpractice. However, members who did not follow our instructions issued vide our Circular dated 26th May, 2008 and also EOBI Letter No. HO/B&C/SC/2008 dated 02-02-2008, issued by a very noble DG, Mr. Hanif Baluch, can not be helped as they did not become subscriber to that scheme. Kindly go through the above quoted letters once again and need not to worry if you have followed them. However, please be on guard to deal with any un-foreseen ugly situation. APSAA is always available for advise/help.
f) Fund Raising Venture for APSAA

The idea floated by the Chairman in the previous Executive Committee Meeting, suggesting that a Guard uniform stitching unit and shoes (at wholesale rates) be opened by APSAA was well received. It was agreed to examine the feasibility. APSAA will work on a pilot project on a short scale to measure the practical implications, cost & profitability and  above all the benefit to members.

g) Newsletter

It was good to see that more and more member companies are contributing to the APSAA quarterly Newsletter, this time we have received lot of articles by members. The Newsletter is in its final stages and will be dispatched to all members in the month of April, 2011.  The members are requested to limit their articles to one page so that more articles can be accommodated.
h) Webhosting/Database for APSAA North/Renovation of APSAA Website

A Meeting was held between the Chairman and Webmaster, where changes to be made to the Member Database for APSAA North created by the Webmaster were discussed.  It was also decided to re-vamp the APSAA website and make it more user-friendly, the new Database and APSAA website is being worked upon and will be completed in the month of April.  Members may not be able to access the APSAA website due to maintenance for a few days, we request for your co-operation. Please note if your logo is not present on the Website, this means that APSAA does not possess it, please send your company logo to APSAA by email.
i) Bahrain Recruitment through Behria & Fauji Foundation

Members must have read a news item in National dailies that Bahrain is recruiting guards through Bahria and Fauji Foundation. Please note that this type of venture is prohibited by Government of Pakistan, however, since both Bahria and Fauji are sister concerns of Government, they might have been given the permission by the Ministry concerned.  APSAA advises its members not to get involed in this type of business without obtaining prior permission from Ministry of Interior and Ministry of Defence.

j)  Letter to Chief Minister KPK
On recipt of no response to our dated 18th February, 2011, addressed to Department of Interior and Tribal Affairs , Government of KPK, regarding deposit of Rs 200,000/- as refundable guranttee money. The Executive Committee decided to write a demi official letter to Chief Minister KPK, drawing his attention to this serious problem. The letter signed by Chairman, APSAA has been dispatched to Government of KPK.

k) Condolence – MD Condor Security

Executive Committee offered fateha for the departed soul of Mr. Syed Zulfiqar Ali Shah Jamote Managing Director Condor Security (Pvt) Ltd.
