Following points were discussed:-
a)
APSAA Training School

The renovation work for the shooting range in APSAA Training School - Karachi has been completed and shooting commenced.  Chairman invited all the members to visit and witness the state of the art facilities provided by APSAA for all its members.  Now the members can enjoy utilizing the facilities with remarkable improvements.  Since the renovation of school, over 300 guards have fired, the Chairman has directed that all the class rooms be re-painted to give a cleaner look.  The distempering is near completion.

WAHGUNS / EXECUTIVE Security Companies’ Dispute

In order to resolve the dispute between two of our above cited members, APSAA invited them for arbitration.  Both the parties had earlier agreed to appear before the Arbitration Committee, but Executive Security did not turn up whereas MD Wahguns Security was present to register his grievances which were heard and discussed by the Executive Committee.  However, in the absence of the other party no decision could be reached, therefore, the dispute still remains un-resolved.

A letter was written to Chief Minister, Khyber Pakhtunkhawa who very kindly showed the magnanimity of withdrawing the above orders through a Governor House Notification (copy attached).
