General: The Annual General Body Meeting of APSAA was held at Defence Central Library, DHA, Karachi on 2nd October, 2010 at 1500 hrs. Chairman Major (R) Munir Ahmed presided. ANNOUNCEMENT OF APSAA EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE ELECTION 2010 RESULT BY ELECTION COMMISSIONER MR. NISAR SARWAR

Mr. Nisar Sarwar, Election Commissioner announced the results of the APSAA Executive Committee Election 2011-2012. Mr. Nisar Sarwar explained to the house that previously, Executive Committee comprised of twelve members, i.e. five each from South and North Zone and two lady members. This strength of twelve has been increased to sixteen, seven from each South and North Zone and two Lady Members. As per procedure every year 50% members retire on completion of two years tenure, hence this year also as per law, three members from South and two from North Zone retired. This means that by adding newly created vacancies, 5 members from South and 4 from North were to be elected, i.e. total vacancies were nine. ADDRESS BY MAJOR (R) MUNIR AHMED (OUTGOING CHAIRMAN)
After the Election Commissioner announced the result of the APSAA Executive Committee Election 2010, Lt. Col. (R) Ehtisham Ud Din requested the outgoing Chairman APSAA Major (R) Munir Ahmed to address the general body. The outgoing Chairman addressed the house and apprised participants about what all he, along with other members of Executive Committee could achieve for APSAA members in his tenure. He pointed out that due to hard work of his team, APSAA has now become a potent and vibrant force. He informed the house that his tenure started with lot of problems because of dacoity in Allied Bank at Karachi. The incident created media hype and everyone started blaming the security companies for all the ills that were happening around. With deliberate planning we set about restoring the image of security companies. We participated in various TV talk shows, held press conference etc. The Chairman also mentioned that during this difficult period Home department government of Sindh gave us full support and especially Special Secretary Home Mr. Kamran Dost was always a great help for which we thank him. He explained about various  accomplishments done in his tenure such as the establishment of APSAA Training School in Lahore and Islamabad which will go a long way in solving the guards training problems faced by member companies in North Zone, establishment of police verification cell, a new APSAA web site, participation in Dawn Expo, participation in two seminars held at Karachi and Islamabad, held a workshop in Karachi, hiring of a lawyer for APSAA members, establishing good working relationship with Sindh police, Home department government of Sindh and Punjab.  He also explained the far-reaching effects of holding press conference and various TV interviews to dispel the misconception about security companies. The Chairman then highlighted a few problems which are being faced and which can be solved only by the security companies themselves. One problem which is being talked every where is about certain companies who are involved in running their companies by giving its operation on contract to other individuals which is against the law and should be stopped immediately if any member is involved in this. He pointed out that every one says that the guards are not trained. APSAA has provided this facility of schools which should be utilized fully by all the companies so that one day we can counter this often asked question that the guards are not trained. Another point which needs attention of everyone is the documentation of guards which should be properly done and maintained. If a guard leaves the service his record must be maintained for at least three years. All the members have to be united on one thing and that is safe guarding of each others interest. It has been observed as well as reported that a lot of clients hire the services of a company, do not pay their charges for six months or so and when the company puts some pressure for the recovery of its dues they simply fire that company and hire another company. No member company should take over a location till the dues of the outgoing company are cleared otherwise this problem will never be solved. He also suggested for inclusion of a clause in the contract that the client cannot terminate services of a company till all his dues are cleared. The Chairman said that there are a lot of issues which are there and will always be there but a firm resolve and unity among the members is the only way to overcome all the problems being faced by security industry. In the end the out going Chairman thanked all the companies for their support and each member of his committee namely, Mr. Chaudhry Tahir Zaman, Lt. Col. (R) Ehtisham-Ud-Din, Major (R)  Syed Mir Hassan Raza, Major (R) Sardar Sajid Mehmood, Mr. Syed Atiq –Ur- Rehman, Mrs. Razia Shamshad,  Mrs. Salma Riaz, Col (R) Safdar Mehmood, Major (R) Zulfikar Kayani, Lt. Col (R) Muhammad Afzal and Mr. Mustabeen Ullah Baig for lending him fullest cooperation. He also thanked Mr. Nisar Sarwar and Col. (R) Tauqir for their guidance whenever he approached them.
