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MINUTES OF APSAA EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING # 4 OF 2010-2011 HELD ON 22nd December 2010
1. General: The APSAA Executive Committee Meeting was held on 22nd December 2010. Chairman Mr. Muffasar Atta Malik presided.

3. Ghulam Rasool, Auditor of Haider Shamsi & Co also attended the meeting on invitation to discuss matters regarding APSAA.
4. Following points were discussed:-

a) Meeting with Director Labour / Special Secretary HD, Government of Sindh
Honorary General Secretary Col. (R) Tauqir-Ul-Islam informed the Executive Committee that he and Chairman will be attending a meeting with Director Labour on 23rd December 2010 to discuss various issues vis-a-vis forming of Labour Unions in Private Security Companies. The members of Executive Committee will be apprised of outcome of meeting during next Executive Committee meeting.
b) Newsletter
The APSAA newsletter is ready and will be dispatched to members soon.
c) Audit of APSAA Accounts
The audit of APSAA and APSAA Training School Accounts for the period up to 30th June 2010 has been completed and received back in APSAA office from Auditors and are pending for approval by Executive Committee.
d) Renewal of APSAA Membership
APSAA membership renewal fee for 2011 will be due w.e.f 1st January 2011. Invoice are being dispatched to members. The members are requested to clear the dues by 31st March 2011 to avoid cancellation of membership. The Executive Committee decided to include other dues also (if any) in the invoice. Members are requested to be prompt in payment.
e) Visit to Pakistan Navy Shooting Range
Executive Committee Members were informed that Chairman and Principle APSAA Training School visited Navy Shooting Range (KARSAZ) at Karachi to get ideas for improvement of APSAA Range at Karachi as the same is due for major renovation. The visit was fruitful.
f) International Security Conference

APSAA co-hosted International Security Conference held on 11th December 2010 at Hotel Sheraton Karachi. Col. (R) Tauqir-Ul-Islam addressed the participants of conference highlighting importance of Private Security. Brig. (R) Rashid Malik, C.E.O Security 2000 gave a Presentation on Global Terrorism, his presentation was widely acclaimed and he was given standing ovation. However, poor attendance by members was disheartening, probably this was due to short notice given to members. Chairman feels that we should attend such meetings and promote security business through such platforms.
g) Progress of Various Sub–Committees
Chairman desired that we should make full use of various sub-committees as per tasks assigned to them, instead of having them on paper only. In same context it was decided to have meetings with them during which head of committee will be asked to give progress of task assigned. One such meeting was held in which Maj. (R) Saleh was given the briefing about making of hand book for guards and a guide book for security companies. Maj. (R) Saleh informed that the committee has already made a draft of hand book which will be submitted to Executive Committee for approval shortly.
h) Security Awareness Lectures
It was suggested by Honorary General Secretary that we should write to different educational Institutions and Business concerns etc for voluntarily giving free of cost lectures to staff and students/employees on security awareness. The point was much appreciated by all. Soon a letter on the subject will be sent to all universities of Karachi and Lahore to be followed by other places.
i) Volunteers to give Lectures

Further to above point the Chairman suggested that we should have a  list of volunteers (with subject) of such persons who are willing to give lectures / talks on different forums. Members are encouraged to send their requests along with lecture material for inclusion in the said list.
j) Visit – North (Lahore – Islamabad)
The chairman desired that a visit to North be planned on or around 5th January 2010, to attend a Punjab Government Workshop and also to visit APSAA office/range and companies in and around Lahore.

k) Recommendation for Visa

Chairman informed that a complaint from Government has been received that few security companies have given letter of recommendation to foreigners for obtaining Pakistani Visa. This is not allowed by Interior Ministry. Members are requested to be careful. 

l) Providing Guards to foreign Vessels

It has been reported that certain shipping companies are approaching Pakistan’s Private Security Companies to provide them Security Guards on ships for international voyage to guard against pirates. We got it clarified from Government who categorically directed that it is illegal and not allowed. Members are advised NOT to entertain such requests.
m) Lunch

The APSAA lunch with short talks by different organizations is being planned on 15th January 2011 at karachi. Details will be issued later.

n) Renewal of Licenses (Weapons & Operating Licenses) in Sindh
Chairman desired that members be once again told to get their licenses renewed from National Bank in time. The problems being faced by members were discussed by the Chairman with Special Home Secretary, who assured the Chairman that he will speak to Bank authorities and get the teething problems removed.

o) Website

The APSAA website (www.apsaa.com.pk) has been transferred to a new domain. A new database has been made on the website, where member companies will be required to login in with their personal username and password and enter details about their guards, this information will be used by the Home Department for their purposes. The website will be activated on Monday 3rd January 2011 and all members will be given their personal username and password for the database. This will initially be for members of North Zone. 
p) Police Verification Cell

Poor response of Police Verification Cell was discussed. Chairman decided to discuss it with CCPO Karachi/ Home Secretary Sindh. 
Since there was no other point on agenda hence the meeting ended with a vote of thanks to the Chair.
