  Following points were discussed:

a) APSAA TRAINING SCHOOL LAHORE 
T he Opening ceremony of the APSAA Training School was be held on 21st July 2010 and inaugurated by the Chairman. The APSAA training school Lahore with its indoor firing range is fully operational / functional now. All APSAA North Zone Members in Lahore and nearby areas are requested to come and visit the facility to see for themselves the hard work put in by Col. (R) Muhammad Afzal and other members Executive Committee North as well as Principal Training School Major (R) Ayyaz Bashir. It is also desirable that all members send their guards for training on a regular basis to utilize its full advantage, since a lot of time, effort and money were spent in its making. It was decided after a cost analysis discussion by the Chairman and the Executive Committee to request the North Zone Members for a contribution of Rs. 10,000/- for the APSAA Training School Lahore as a heavy expenditure was incurred in its establishment (a letter will soon be issued). b) CONTRIBUTION FOR APSAA TRAINING SCHOOL KARACHI

A few months back we requested all Member Companies to send a contribution of Rs. 10,000/- for purchasing a building for the APSAA Training School Karachi and make a state of art firing range, just like we did in Lahore, so that our members can be rest assured that their guards can reap the benefits of a wholesome and thorough training which will improve the quality of their guards and as well as the status of their Security Company. It was disheartening to see that we received the contribution from only a handful of companies, how can APSAA help their members when they are not willing to help themselves, therefore it is once again requested that all member companies who have not yet sent a contribution of Rs. 10,000/- (Ten Thousand Rupees only) for purchasing a new building for the APSAA Training School please do so at the earliest.
c) HIRING OF A LAWYER FOR APSAA

APSAA has hired the services of Advocate Muhammed Khalid to be the official Legal Advisor for APSAA as requested by a vast number of members. All member companies are requested to contribute Rs. 1,000/- per annum (One Thousand Rupees only), fee for the lawyer’s services. The Lawyer will remain available for consultancy/legal advice daily between 2.30 pm to 5.00pm expect Sundays and public holidays. Mr. Muhammed Khalid will also render lectures at the APSAA Training School on relevant laws regarding the functions of Private Security Companies.
d) INSPECTION BY HOME DEPARTMENT AND POLICE
APSAA has received a heads up that the Home Department Sindh and the Police will soon be dispatching inspection teams to Security Companies. The Chairman advises all South Zone member companies to organize and maintain proper records/documents of guards, weapon deployment/usage, make sure all guards are properly verified and wear the proper uniforms according to the guidelines given by the Home Department.
e) MEETING WITH CITIZEN POLICE LIAISON COMMITTEE
The Chairman and some members of the Executive Committee met with Mr. Ahmed Shinoy of the CPLC in his office on 7th August, 2010. The meeting was arranged by Mr. Attiq-Ur-Rehman of Al-Rehman Security Services. In the meeting the focal point was the mutual interest shared by both parties, which was the information required for objectives of both parties. It was decided that a close liaison between APSAA and CPLC be set up for the exchange information. Mr. Attiq-Ur-Rehman was appointed as the liaison officer on behalf of APSAA.
f) RECOMMENDED POLICIES SENT TO ALL PROVINCIAL HOME DEPARTMENTS 

The Chairman informed the Executive Committee of a meeting he had with the Ministry of Interior two months back, the points discussed in that meeting were forwarded to all provincial Home Departments and other related agencies for recommendation. The points were:-

· Permission grant to Security Companies for usage of prohibited bore weapons at sensitive locations.

· All Security Companies to have a mandatory membership of APSAA.

· Uniform Law governing Security Companies in all provinces.

· Clear-cut policy about contract of local security companies with foreign Security Companies

g) FLOOD RELIEF FUND SCHEME

The recent floods in the country have caused unprecedented damage to life and property. In spite of these extreme conditions security guards have not abandoned their job and are rendering a remarkable service to society.
